Considered an institution among his choral contemporaries,
Norman Scribner is also one of Washington’s most versatile and
respected musical figures. In 1965, Mr. Scribner founded The Choral
Arts Society of Washington, an ensemble of over 190 singers who
perform under his direction at the John F. Kennedy Center for the
Performing Arts in regular season subscription concerts. As Artistic
Director of one of the major symphonic choruses in the United
States for 43 years, Norman Scribner has led and prepared the Cho-
ral Arts Society for numerous performances with the world’s lead-
ing conductors and orchestras, television appearances, recordings
and tours; performing the standard repertoire, world premieres, and
new works commissioned by the Society.

At the request of Leonard Bernstein, Mr. Scribner assembled a professional choir to perform in the
world premiere of Mass for the opening of The John F. Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts in
1971. The choir was named the Norman Scribner Choir, and returned to the Kennedy Center nu-
merous times, most memorably for the Center’s Tenth Anniversary concert broadcast on PBS. This
choir also participated in the original cast recording of Mass in 1971 under Leonard Bernstein, as
well as the Grammy-nominated Mass in Time of War by Haydn in 1973, also conducted by Bernstein,
both on the Columbia Records label. An accomplished pianist, Mr. Scribner was the staff keyboard
artist for the National Symphony Orchestra from 1963-1967. He has also served as guest conductor
of the Symphony on several occasions. He was a member of the Choral Panel of the National En-
dowment for the Arts from 1974-76, and produced the annual free Christmas and Spring Festivals
at the Kennedy Center from 1972-76. For a season he served as chorus master of the Washington

Opera, and for 11 years prepared the Handel Festival Chorus.

In 1981, Mr. Scribner traveled to England to conduct a performance of Alexander’s Feast as part of
the European Symposium Choral Masterworks Tour. Norman Scribner is also well known as a
composer. His choral symphony, Love Divine, was commissioned by the United Methodist Church
and received its premiere performance at the church’s 1984 General Conference in Baltimore with
M. Scribner conducting. In addition, The British Institute commissioned a choral work entitled
Song for St. Cecilia, which was performed in concert at the U.S. Supreme Court in May 1988. Mr.
Scribner has written numerous shorter instrumental, solo vocal, and choral works. Norman Scrib-
ner’s musical presence in Washington began immediately after graduating with honors from Balti-
more’s prestigious Peabody Conservatory, when he became conductor of the American University
Chorale, assistant organist of Washington Cathedral, and organist-choirmaster of St. Alban’s Epis-
copal Church, a position he held from 1960-2007. He has taught at American University, George
Washington University, and the College of Church Musicians of Washington National Cathedral.
For his many outstanding achievements and contributions to the life of the city of Washington,
Norman Scribner was named a 1984 Washingtonian of the Year, received a Mayors Arts Award in 1998,
the Cultural Alliance Founder’s Award in 2001, an honorary degree of Doctor of Humane Letters from
the Virginia Theological Seminary in 2002, and the Peabody Distinguished Alumni Award in 2006.

Mezzo-soprano Linda Maguire is an internationally re-
nowned vocal artist with an extensive resume in concert, recital,
and opera, as well as live broadcasts and recordings. She has sung
regularly with many of the major orchestras of North America, in-
cluding Calgary, Dallas, Toronto, Montreal, Vancouver, and Tafel-
musik among others. Appearances abroad include Les Musiciens
du Louvre, I Virtuosi di Praja, and Les Violons du Roi. Her dis-
tinguished recordings include Berlioz' Les Nuit d’Ete, Wagner’s
Wesendonklieder, Respighi’s 1/ Tramonto, Verdi’s Requiem, Peter
Maxwell Davies” biblical oratorio Job, Handel’s opera Floridante
and sacred oratorio La Resurrezione, along with various contem-
porary works such as Timothy Sullivan’s Magic Casement, Soft and
Golden Fire, and Irish Songs. She has recorded on the Collins Classics and Deutsche Gramma-
phon Archiv labels, and has sung and recorded over 8o live vocal broadcasts of major works on

radio stations CBC, BBC, NPR and others.

In 2004, Ms. Maguire relocated from Toronto to Washington, DC, where she has pursued an
active schedule of vocal engagements. She has sung numerous performances in The John F. Ken-
nedy Center for the Performing Arts, including Rossini’s Stabat Mater, Beethoven’s Symphony No.
9, Mahler’s Symphony of a Thousand (No. 8), Bach’s Cantata BWV 79, Amy Beach’s Canticle of the
Sun, and most recently, Mendlessohn’s E/ijah and Handel’s Messiah during the 2008-2009 season.

After her early years in Newport News, Virginia, Ms. Maguire attended the Oberlin Con-
servatory of Music in Ohio before launching her 23 year international career as a highly re-
spected vocal artist During this time, she has enjoyed a major operatic career, singing over 30
“zwischen” (essentially soprano) leading roles in the opera houses of Glyndebourne, Montreal,
Calgary, Vancouver, Dallas, Houston, and Toronto, among others. In 1996, she toured exten-
sively throughout the Netherlands, singing the lead contralto role in Gluck’s Orfeo. She is a
world renowned authority on the staged presentation of operas by Rossini, Handel, Gluck,
Mozart, and the French composers.

Ms. Maguire’s upcoming performances in Washington include Abraham Lincoln Walks at Midnight
by Roy Harris, on Sunday, March 15, as part of the National Portrait Gallery’s ongoing celebration
of the Lincoln Bicentennial Year. This concert will also include music by Brahms, and the revised
version of Such Was the War by James Grant, with the Choral Art Society Chamber Choir and
instrumental ensemble conducted by Norman Scribner. On Sunday, April 19, Ms. Maguire joins
with The City Choir of Washington under Robert Shafer in Haydn’s Lord Nelson Mass, the world
premiere of Robert Shafer’s Lux Aeterna, and Duruflé’s Reqguiem.
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
